Health needs remain great as relief efforts striveope with the scale of the challenges. Largebarsof people
continue being treated for diarrhoeal disease ¢cakasdiseases, acute respiratory and increasingiaria.

402 of more than 1000 health facilities in floodeated districts have been damaged or destroy¢kebffooding.
Latest epidemiological data released by WHO, ag7fAugust, shows that on 26 August, 133,684 patierdre
recorded as having been treated in flood affecistticts. Of these consultations, 28,815 casekiof diseases (22%
of total), 22,902 cases of acute respiratory imbest (17%), 19,178 cases of acute diarrhoea (14h)’873 cases of
suspected malaria (6%) were reported.

In all, 37 million people are reported to have been treateich 29 July to, and including, 23 August. Of thabere
were 500,635 cases of acute diarrhoea (13% ofdotedultations), 517,929 cases of acute respyratéection (14%
of total consultations), 693,114 cases of skinatibms (19% of total consultations) and 94,186 sadfesuspected
malaria (3% of total consultations) were reporteart flood-affected districts.

On 28 August, the Government of Pakistan's Nati@taering Committee on Health Emergency Preparesdaed
Response (HEPR) met in Islamabad with all provinkealth secretaries and representatives from WHIRICEF
and UNFPA, formulating plans to receive more rapittd complete health surveillance data from distaict
provincial levels.

The Ministry of Health is working with partners @lan to provide incentives to have lady health veoskreturn to
duties, as at least 20,000 have been affectedebfyahding, many of whom are not working.

Foreign medical teams have been arriving in Pakigtasupport health relief efforts, and their ateg are being
coordinated by the HEPR.

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa

American Refugee Committee (ARC) Internationaeated 859 children, women and men on 24-25 Augjist
health facilities it supports in Swat district. @# August, a medical camp was established in Dhtdyan, Swat,
where 1590 patients received consultations maorac€ute respiratory infection, diarrhoea, scahiekeye
infections.

CARE International operates 2 mobile teams and 4 basic health unitipper Swat, treating on 25-27 August 568
patients (including more than 100 women on 26-2gust). CARE conducted 7 mobile clinics Charsadgéidt on
the same days, providing primary health care sesvic 963 patients including 313 women and 27&ladml, and 12
mobile clinics in Nowshera district, treating 1§2&tients including 515 women and 901 children.

Church World Service (CWS)perates 3 mobile health units in Mansehra, Kahisind Swat districts, delivering
consultations to 3189 patients on 26 August. A llaglglth visitor examined 62 antenatal and 6 postietients and
gave them essential medicine. The medical team iee@®31 children aged under 5 years. CWS is pleta
further expand mobile health units in Kohistan &hmdngla districts to provide more free consultaidree essential
medicine and maternal and child health servicesS@nbulances transfer patients needing urgentaéfer
secondary or tertiary level health care facilities.

International Catholic Migration Commissiormobile teams on 27 August treated 66 flood affkgiople staying at
the Prang Primary School in Utmanzai Union coumcKPK's Charsadda district.

International Medical Corps (IMC)medical teams are delivering emergency health sesvn Nowshera and
Charsadda districts. IMC and WHO are working togetb operate a diarrhoea treatment centre at tiveshiera
district headquarters hospital.

IMC medical teams treated more than 6353 patiems 25-28 August, with acute diarrhoea, acute rasmy

infections and scabies being the main conditiorsalth education and hygiene promotion sessions gi&an to
4200 people. The team from the Dagai basic heaithati Nowshera moved to the Khair Abad rural Hea#ntre and



started functioning 28 August. A female psycholbgias joined the 6-member psychosocial support tedmch
operates in Peshawar, Nowshera and Charsadda.e@hehas provided services to 461 people on 25-281#u
including for depression, anxiety and distress.

MERCY Malaysiais collaborating with the Pakistan Islamic Mediéalociation to operate static clinic for flood-

Routine healthcare is also being delivered, inclgdor hypertension and the delivery of babiesni81 July-24
August, 8763 people have been treated (4897 n86€§, females). On 26 August, PCRS teams treateche00
people in Mana Khel town and Pirpayi station.

Relief Internationalmedical staff has treated 518 people at the Madyedlical camp in Swat district for a range of
conditions from 25-27 August, with the main healtimditions being acute diarrhoea and respiratdgctions.

Relief International conducted health educatiosises on diarrhoeal disease prevention and chitdunization,
while pregnant and lactating women have receivet&ibn on the importance of breast feeding andpb@mentary
feeding. Hundreds of water purification tablets evdistributed among the community. In Lower DirJigfe
International is using a mobile unit to better teaffected communities, with 480 patients beingtrd. Main health
conditions were acute diarrhoea, respiratory imd@stand scabies. A health education session waducted on
diarrhoeal disease control and prevention.

Sawera Developmerig running a medical camp in D.l. Khan and condugtlisease early warning and surveillance.
Sawera is providing medicines, consultations, chpskand health education sessions to raise awarenes
communicable diseases and measures to protect fhaalith.

UNICEF is supporting routine expanded programme of imzation activities in Peshawar, Charsadda, Nowshera
and D.l.

Punjab province

CARE International mobile clinics operating in Muzzafargarh distieétsouthern Punjab province on 25-27 August,
delivering primary health care services to 1402qpéd, including 351 women and 688 children.

Cordaid has scaled up its health response, operating Hemobdical teams in Shangla, and 2 more teams are
scheduled to start in Kohat shortly. Cordaid maydeet medical camps in Kohistabordaid Team A is working in
Shangla's most affected areas with mobile and fireadth services in Barkana, Kuzana, Karora, Dam@landar
and Shapur. Mule carriages are moving medicineaamtain roads, along with Cordaid vehicles andipub
transport. The Cordaid-supported basic healthinuzana is delivering healthcare. A lady healtfunteer is
travelling from Kuzana to Shapur delivering healénvices to females. Cordaid is also coordinatreg3hangla
district WASH Cluster working group.

Sindh province

CARE International provided primary health care services via 9 modlileics to 1282 patients in Sukkur and
Shikarpur districts, including 524 women and 44#dchn, on 25-27 August.

Helping Hand for Relief and Development (HHRD3 supporting 184 medical camps in flood-affectezha and
provided medicines to treat 43,000 people. launehleggiene promotion project in Sukkur districtadh province,
and will conduct health and hygiene awareness@essind distribute hygiene kits to 500 families (®5people).
Clean drinking water will also be provided.

Mercy Corpsis operating 2 mobile health teams in Sindh praem&ukkur, Rohri and Pannu Aqgil districts,
delivering primary health care and maternal, newlzord child health services. The mobile teams conta
ambulances, medicines, and health and hygieneMkéscy Corps health teams deliver health and hygsassions
and provide clean delivery kits to pregnant woniarcy Corps is also supporting water and sanitadictivities.
Mercy Corps is planning to replicate the same sessin Jacobabad, Shikarpur and Jaffarabad.

The UNFPA humanitarian team conducted a joint reproducteath assessment mission with national and thehSind
provincial maternal newborn and child health deparit in the districts of Sukkur, Shikarpur and Kpar.

UNICEF is supporting childhood vaccination campaignsamps providing shelter for flood-affected peopléhw
continuing vaccinations planned for areas whergledaave moved to, including Karachi. More than@@@atients
have been treated at UNICEF-supported medicaltiasiin Sindh, while messages on safe motherhood,
breastfeeding, clean drinking water, hand washitismmunization are being provided.

World Health Organizationconducted disease early warning system trainin@@adistrict health management staff,
polio team members and Health Cluster partners8ou@ust in 9 flood-affected districts of Sindhstoengthen
disease surveillance activities.

Baluchistan province

The American Rescue Committee Internation& supporting the rural health centre in Talli touBibi district,
where 214 people were treated (158 men and 80 woare85-26 August. At the ARC-supported basic Heattit

in Chandia, 95 patients were treated on 25 AudaBtomen and 37 men) mainly for diarrhoea, bloodyrtoea,
upper acute respiratory infections, lower acuteirasory infections, scabies and injuries.

Relief International is working in Dhadar town of Kachi district, corading 515 consultations between 25-27
August. Main conditions reported include acute ir@$pry infections and acute watery diarrhoea. Heatlucation
sessions have been conducted for mothers and matebens of the community, as well as for use of oral
rehydration solution. Water purification tabletsy@deen distributed.

UNICEF-supported health services are operating in Barkiarhlu, Sibi, Naseerabad, Jaffarabad and Harnai
districts of Baluchistan, treating 9400 patients 225 August, including for diarrhoea (21% of selinical
malaria (23%) and scabies /skin diseases (135)CERIis conducting polio, measles, turberculosis tetahus in
Baluchistana's 6 most affected districts (Barkikaohlu, Sibi, Naseerabad, Jaffarabad and Kachhi)aaredief camp

UNICEF is providing emergency medical supplies, zinceatsband oral rehydration solution to health authesriand
is planning measles vaccinations in Ganche, Sk&dizer and Gilgit districts.

WHO is working with UNICEF, as WASH cluster leadhiah is coordinating the WASH cluster responsestch
safe drinking water, hygiene and sanitation suppbeflood-affected communities. UNICEF and WHOnelbed an
appeal on 25 August for more support for water sardtation activities.
LOGISTICS-HEALTH:

WHO/Health Cluster working closely with the LogestiCluster to plan deliveries of medicines to fladtcted
communities.

Cordaid Internationalreports that Sharpur town, in KPK's Shangla disthas no operational health facility, and the
nearby Karora Rural Hospital is badly damaged amad- mperational. Critical shortages of medicingsorted in
Sharpur and Damorai markets. Increased hygiene gitomneeded in Sharpur and Towa towns, Shangtaatim
KPK.

According toUNFPA, more female health care providers (especiallyeggiogists) in flood-affected districts are
needed due lack of access to reproductive heatites and limited funds.
